CSF Seeks Local Actors for “Othello”

NEW BERN, NC:  The Carolinian Shakespeare Festival will hold auditions for next summer’s production of “Othello” on Thursday March 17 from 6:00pm to 8:00pm and Saturday March 19 from 11:00am to 3:00pm at The Epiphany School 2201 Henderson Drive in New Bern.

    Producing Artistic Director, Mary McGinley, is looking for teen and adult actors of types. “We are working with Tryon Palace this year and presenting ‘Othello’ at the new North Carolina History Center.” McGinley stated, “It’s really going to be exciting.” As always, McGinley looks for diversity among her actors. Besides adults, she wants to meet with high school and college students interested in applying for the free Young Company training program, which offers students training on stage and backstage.  Both speaking and non-speaking parts are available.

     McGinley is requesting that those auditioning bring a short, prepared speech. They may also be asked to read something from the script or to show how they can move. She also requests that they bring a resume and a recent photo. “We try to make the auditions as fun and relaxing for the actors as possible.  It’s also a good time for anyone interested in helping backstage to come join us,” she adds.

 “’Othello’ is Shakespeare’s timeless tragedy of “one who loved not wisely but too well. We have requests for it every year.  It is a very moving play and will work perfectly in the beautiful Cullman Performance Hall at the new North Carolina History Center” states Ms. McGinley

     Rehearsals for “Othello” will run for three weeks in July; performances will run Thursday through Sunday the first three weeks of August.  Cast members are expected to attend rehearsals several evenings a week and on weekends.  Young Company Members attend training workshops several afternoons as well as rehearsals.


Anyone interested in working backstage at the festival should come to the auditions to submit their application and be interviewed.
